There are more than a few geoscientists, including me, who have been suspicious about the validity of the recent so-called crazy concert of global warming. This book is surely very much awaited, discussing correctly the problematic points of the global warming theory from a geoscientist’s eye, declaring the failures of the theory, and stressing the necessity of creating truly scientific measures for solving the real and serious global environmental problems.

I have known that the author is one of the few Japanese scientists, who have been leading the world’s earth science studies, and is extremely busy, and should have had no time to write such a book with such a direct title. At the surprise of finding the name of the author of the book, I purchased it. After opening it to the first page of the book, I had no time to take a breath until reaching the last page.  Now I understand why the author was unable to avoid writing this book. It should be the author's anger from the bottom of his heart toward the International Panel of Climatic Changes (IPCC), this world and Japan, specifically to Japanese scientists and media who are defaming science and geosciences, wearing the clothes of science. I am introducing this book, believing that all geoscientists should read it. 

The book is written in Japanese and therefore is not fitting to almost all the Society members. However, the English version of the book is said to be under the progress and is expected to appear in near future.

The first chapter “Crazy Concert of Global Warming” first gives in an easy and understandable way, the initiation of the global warming theory which started with the movie “An Inconvenient Truth” made from the book by the former US vice president Al Gore, given shape by the (IPCC) report, and made up as a crazy concert by the media. The author stresses how crazy and foolish this recent trend of the world is, and declares that the Kyoto Protocol is the biggest blot on the intelligence of human society”.

The second chapter “Failure of the Theory That CO2 Is the Criminal” first points out that the atmospheric temperature change is the cause of the increase of CO2 and not vice versa, showing the variation of temperature and CO2 for these tens of years and clearly exposing the failure in logic of the IPCC report. Then the author showed the four major reasons for global temperature change as the intensities of solar activity, geomagnetism (and cosmic rays), volcanism and the Milankovitch cycle.  The effect of these four major reasons is far stronger than that of CO2. The author clearly points out the ulterior way of writing the IPCC report which is then easily misunderstood to mean CO2 is the sole reason for the mistaken theory of global warming, and then in addition, the criminality of the media having been making little of the report and supporting and cheering the global warming theorists. He then showed the result of joint research by the Interactive Research Centre of Science of the Tokyo Institute of Technology. The result shows that a synthetical analysis of a wide range of scientific fields points to the start of the global cooling in 2010, thus clearly visualizing the failure of the IPCC report. At the last of this chapter, the author points out the grave responsibility of scientists who do not criticize the problematic global warming theory even though they for the most part know the fault of the warming theory, supported by politicians and government administratives who just follow the report blindly to and rush to consume a great amount of funds to prevent it, and of the media crazily cheering it on.

The third chapter “Global Cooling Is Steadily Approaching” first shows the history of changing atmospheric temperatures from 4.6 billion years ago, 400 thousand years ago, ten thousand years ago and 1.8 thousand years ago. Then after that, the following six points are shown: (1) Now we are in an intra-glacial age that started circa 10 thousand years ago after the Wűrm Glacial Age, and are standing just before a drastic cooling period. (2) There is a periodical temperature change in a 2000 - 500 year cycle within the recent 10 thousand years of the intra glacial cycle, and now we are in a warm period following a cool one (the small glacial period) of ca 500 years ago. (3) Examining the atmospheric temperature change of the past 1800 years with the accuracy of 10 years, we can see that a temperature change of ca 4 degrees centigrade (the difference between the average top and average bottom temperatures) occurs every 100 years. (4) The periodical temperature change in 100-year cycles in the past 500 years correlates well with the intensity change of solar activity as well as that of cosmic rays. (5) There is a deep valley (the smallest value) in the intensity of solar activity every 100 years recorded these last 300 years. The next deep valley of the solar activity is estimated to come in ca 2035. (6) All the above lines of evidence point to the future climatic change when the global cooling starts within some years with the coolest peak in the 100 year cycle in 2035.

Based on the above conclusion, the later half of this chapter stresses the necessity of starting to take measures against global cooling, referring to the way of human society in the past cool period. The author especially stresses the urgent necessity of starting a population adjustment, to be ready for the worldwide shortage of food, which will surely occur due to the global cooling.

Chapter 4, “What Is The True Danger” points out that we have to utilize science in society, realizing the importance of multidisciplinary science, referring to its recent decrease in  importance in society. The author points out the danger of contamination of air and water by new materials created and injected into the environment in accordance with the development of human society, and suggests that this contamination may trigger the start of the global disappearance of human beings, which is now very much homogenized through various facets of globalization. The author cautions that these points are also urgent and important global environmental problems.

Chapter 5 “The Intelligence and Future of Human Beings” first points out the present immaturity of science in Japan, poverty of society in intelligence and an administration with a poor understanding of science and logic, and points out that all these conditions have brought people and the government together in the present crazy concert of global warming, having been cheered on by the media.

The author showed a general view of the history of life and of human beings since the beginning of the earth 4.6 billion years ago, and points out the abnormality and big danger of recent life and social conditions caused by the drastic and abnormal increase in the number of the homo sapience species. He pointed out that this increase is the major and biggest reason that have made global conditions worse, and therefore, population adjustment is the most effective measure for the global environmental problem as well as for the measures against food shortage.  The author points out that from the above point of view, the measures taken against the smaller number of births of the present Japanese society is totally wrong. He stresses the necessity of taking effective measures through the collaboration of a wide field of scientists including philosophy, natural science and engineering.

In the Epilogue, a clear and simple summary of all the above chapters is given. The past change of atmospheric temperature is mostly controlled by the natural rhythm of the earth and the theory of the responsibility of CO2 is obviously inapplicable. It is further stressed that we have to be ready to take truly necessary measures to contend with global cooling and the depletion of fossil fuels, which are approaching in some tens of years in the future, and to collaborate free of national boundaries.

The book gives clear and easily understandable arguments, which is the very characteristic of the author, and shows the failure of the overwhelming crazy concert of the global warming. Although there are some points with oversimplified arguments and a complex order of explanation, we can neglect these points and can easily understand what the author intends to tell us.  The book is sure to appeal strongly to the Japanese people on the failure of the global warming theory, as well as on the importance of earth science in considering the global environment.  The only regret is the vagueness of sources of some data cited in the book, as well as the lack of a reference table. 

Lastly, I will introduce two books related to the present topic. A newer book by the same author, titled “Ninety Percent of Scientists Know the Untruth of the Global Warming” appeared just some months after the present book and gives a clearer idea of the author in a very easy to understand ways. Another book by Dr. S. Akasofu with the title “Correct Knowledge of Global Warming: Do Not Be Deceived by the Wrong Global Warming Theory” explains and points to the mistakes of the IPCC report, directly citing their incorrect data and comparing it to published and correct data.  I hope interested readers will read these books also.
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
