Operational Rules of GIGE

FELLOWS 

1. GIGE Fellows were nominated from people either applied either by himself/herself or recommended by members of the Gondwana Research Group, IGCP-368, or IAGR.

2. President can provisionally accept the application for the fellow, with the understanding that the application will be assessed on the DB within a year ahead.

3. Fellows younger than 35 are called the Junior Fellow.  

4. Fellows older than 60 years old are called the Senior Fellow.

5. Fellows who will contribute to the educational project of the institute are called Professor (for Fellow) or Lecturer (for Junior Fellow).

SUBSCRIPTION FEES

6. The membership fee of the fellow is 10 US dollars or its equivalent local currency per year and is pre-payable of the 5 years amount (50 US dollars).  The membership fee will be  paid directly to the Accountant of GIGE, or to the nearest chapter of GIGE which is convenient for the fellow. 

7. The membership fee of a fellow is defrayed by the application of the fellow followed by the acceptance by the President through the assessment of the DB.

8. . The equivalent of local currency above can be decided by the chapter which is located near by the fellow.

9.  The Fellow of GIGE can receive the GNL of its electronic version free of charge.  Printed version of GNL will be sent by airmail provided that the fellow pays additional US 10 dollars per year (prepayment of 5 years fee is admitted) which include both the printing and airmail charges.

PROPOSAL AND PERSUIT OF PRIJECT

10. Fellows are free to propose a project to GIGE which is on the line of objectives of GIGE mentioned above.  

11. The proposal is assessed by the DB.

12. President can provisionally accept the proposal with the understanding that the proposal will be assessed by the DB within a year ahead.

13. The accepted project becomes the GIGE project and necessary actions for the successful start of the project including getting fund from foundations are conducted.

14. Necessary fund for the project will be provided by the GIGE to the project proposer, provided that GIGE could collect fund for the project.

15. GIGE main office and chapters are free to submit projects which is on the line of objectives of GIGE to any foundations so that the project will be pursued.

16. The main office or the chapter which collected fund for the project proposed by fellows has a responsibility of conducting the project and reporting to the funding agency.

17. The proposer fellow has the right to pursue the project that he/she proposed, with an intimate contact with the GIGE office which got the fund.
